How to optimize your connection.

The East Coast Racing League did not write this.  I saw this on the pure stock league web site and just retyped it.  I do not know who the author of this was or I would give that person credit on this article.  They get the credit for this.  It really works I dropped my pings by 100.

It also helps to turn all the graphics off in the game like backgrounds and skid marks.  Also lessen the resolution.

Error correction, buffering, and software flow control can hurt your on-line performance.  This is a way to optimize your connection by creating a new Dial Up Connection.

Need to get you ISP phone number.  With your login name or user name and your password.

Windows 95 users:

You need to download and install an upgrade for windows called DUN 1.3.  It can be found at http://support.microsoft.com/support/kb/artilces/Q191/4/94.ASP then follow the directions below.

Windows 98 users:

1. My Computer to Dial Up Networking.

2. Click on  Make a new connection.

3. In the first window type in Race Connection

4. Make sure that your modem is selected.

5. Then click configure 

6. On the general tab, check that the max speed is set to your modems max speed 57600 for 28.8/33.6 and 115200 for 56kv90.

7. Make sure that the box " Only connect at this speed " is UNCHECKED  

8. Go to the connection tab and click the advanced button.

9. Here you turn off the error correction and data compression and verify that your flow control is hardware only (software should not be on).

10. Click ok and go to port settings 

11. There are 2 slider bars here that control FIFO (first in and first out)

12. Move both slider bars 1 up from the left.* and click ok

13. Go to the options tab and set the terminal screen to be displayed so you can easily check your connection.

14. Now drag and drop your new connection to the desktop.

* NOTE * When you configure the FIFO buffering it will stay that way till you change it back.  It is a good idea to change it back to the default for web browsing and downloading.
